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GENERAL SCHOOL NEWS

g With effect from Term 2, 2010,
the fine charged for overdue
library books will increase to
R1.00 per book per day. The
current fine of 20c has been in operation for 4 years
and is not proving to be a deterrent to our pupils,
many of whom are keeping books for well over the
two week loan period.

The rationale for fining pupils from Grades 6- 12 has
always been to encourage responsibility for school
property, time management and consideration for
other readers who are waiting to read popular books
or use them for information purposes. Over the last
18 months the number of late returns has sky-
rocketed — a situation about which we are unhappy.

It has been agreed by Management that any fines will
be tallied and forwarded to the Finance Department
for inclusion in pupils’ accounts at the end of each
term. It will appear under the heading LIBRARY FINE.

We encourage parents to assist the younger girls in
the timeous return of their library books, and the older
pupils to be responsible with their books. It has been
proven that the longer a book is kept, the greater the
chance of accidental damage or loss. Any pupil who
has not managed to finish the book she is reading
within the two-week loan period may renew that loan
for a further two weeks providing the book has not
been bespoken by another reader. No pupil is
prevented from borrowing books if she has an out-
standing fine.

Pupils are encouraged to report damaged or lost
books as soon as they are aware of the problem.
They are given a term to search for lost books, after
which a letter is sent to parents informing them of the
loss and requesting permission to charge the replace-
ment cost, including a handling fee (cost of covers,
security tags and barcodes), to the respective
account.

We appreciate your assistance in this matter.
