FLICK WRIGHT - JUNIOR SCHOOL HEADMISTRESS
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DYSLEXIA - HOW CAN WE HELP

On Friday 12 March the Junior School hosted
Sharon Gerken who gave an address entitled
®yslexia, howcanwe help? & Thi s was
the Junior School staff, together with some teach-
ers from Cordwalles.

Sharon comes from Salt Rock and started the
Dyslexia Foundation of South Africa. Sharon is
dyslexic, as are her sons, and this stimulated her
interest in studying The Davis Dyslexic Course in
London. This course stresses that dyslexics need
constant visual input and pictures to understand
words and numbers. The t
inability to work with words. Dyslexics are also
sometimes referred to as Learning Disabled. It is
felt that Dyslexics are often only properly identified
in Grade 4, at approximately the age of nine, when
reading demands become greater.

Dyslexics have a cluster of symptoms, and most
teachers are familiar with these i that Dyselxics
can be hyper or hypo active, can be talented in art,
music or sport, and can be confused by letters,
words and verbal explanations.

It was encouraging to hear Sharon reinforce
methods which are being used in many schools,
such as enlarging the font size, using visual and
tactile stimuli, and using syllabification to help with
reading and spelling.

Sharonoéts talk stimulated
discussion. Teachers felt the afternoon had been
most interesting, particularly as they could all
vouch for the fact that dyslexic children are often
imaginative and talented.
