he Reading and Writing Project started with

much enthusiasm this Wednesday and will

continue for at least eight weeks. A group of

12 TWC learners will work with 20 Grades 6
and 7 pupils, encouraging them to write stories in
English.

One of the main reasons for school dropout and poor
performance remains the fact that the majority of
South Africa’s learners “do' school in their second and
third language, namely, English. In many cases
learners' English is simply not good enough for them
to perform complex functions such as think,
comprehend, analyse and compute in English.

For the past 3 years a group of committed Senior
School girls has been helping with this innovative
language course at nearby Vezokuhle Primary School.
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The approach is based on the well known Language
Experience Approach. Basically, the learners from
Vezokuhle start with an idea or story in isiZulu. Over
the next 10 weeks their TWC peers help them to turn
their isiZulu story into presentable, written English
form.

These stories are then bound and have become the
first English story book at Vezokuhle. Oh yes, and
every year the project ends with a great party to
celebrate the young authors and their special stories.
This year we are pleased to announce that Aurecon
has agreed to sponsor the printing of the books at the
end of the project.
