Pat Maritz retires from the Board after 
serving as the Chairlady of the Old Girls Guild for 6 
years and we thank her for her valuable contribution 
and support. Michele Lesur has been elected as the 
new chairlady and we welcome her to the Board. A full 
list of Board Members is below. 
 
On the occasion of our 20

th
 birthday, Jeremy Brink 

turned the sod in the swimming pool area to mark the 
commencement of the construction of our change 
room and tuckshop complex. This building will go a 
long way to satisfying several of the needs identified 
through our resources questionnaire completed by 
parents, staff and girls at the end of last year. The new 
building has two levels, one at the swimming pool 
level and the second on the same level as the bank 
above. The ground floor contains cloakrooms, toilets 
and showers, as well as storage for athletics and 
swimming pool equipment. A raised area for use    
during galas will provide facilities for viewing, score-
keeping and the announcing of results. On the second 
level, flush with the bank, will be a central tuckshop, 
flanked by comfortable seating areas on either side, 
one for senior and one for junior girls. These will pro-
vide convivial social areas for girls and parents alike. 
A pitched roof and roll-down blinds will provide shelter 
from sun, rain and wind. 
 
Building will commence this holiday. Access to the 
building site will be via the top hockey field so that 
heavy vehicles do not destroy our newly-laid brick 
driveway. Strict safety measures will be put in place to 
protect our girls and staff. Parents escorting their 
daughters from the Villiers Drive car park to the Junior 
School will walk along the driveway as usual and then 
on a designated pathway above the actual building 
site.  

There will be a short period, later, when this access 
will have to be closed off, but you will be informed, 
timeously, of an alternative route through the school 
itself. The project will be completed well before the 
end of the year and we look forward to enjoying this 
wonderful new facility.  
 
Thank you, again, for your support in completing   
questionnaires and participating in focus groups     
during the IQAA evaluation held in March. The       
reporting process is finally complete and I will publish 
a summary of the findings in the first edition of Hat 
Chat next term. The IQAA mentors were impressed by 
all aspects of the educational process at TWC and 
were especially complimentary about the high       
standards of teaching and learning. There are,      
however, areas where we can improve and, already, 
these are being explored and discussed. 
 
One area of concern is the volume of work at the 
Grade 8 and 9 level, as the girls have many subjects, 
all of which have to be formally assessed. Next year 
we shall semesterise some subjects in order to reduce 
the load at any given time. For example, girls will 
study six months of Art followed by six months of 
Drama instead of doing both  subjects all year. This 
will reduce the homework load as well. Other subjects 
that can be semesterised are History and Geography, 
and Physical Science and Life Science. 
 
A large number of girls wrote our Scholarship/
Entrance Tests for Grade 8, 2011. My warmest      
congratulations go to those who have won scholar-
ships. Please see the comprehensive list which      
follows. I also congratulate girls in our Junior School 
who have won scholarships to other schools. These 
are Tessa van der Merwe (St Anne’s Sport Scholar-
ship), Sarah Mayne (Epworth Sport Scholarship) and 
Vasti Theron (St John’s Music Scholarship). 
 
We are fast approaching the end of a very busy term 
and, thanks to the World Cup, a long five-week holiday 
stretches ahead of us. During the last two weeks girls 
have written many tests and staff are busy with      
assessments and reports.
