New York Times bestselling author, John
Maxwell, provides us with a very simple
definition of Leadership — Leadership is
influence.

Many people believe that leaders are those with
formal titles, who are appointed and therefore carry
authority. e.g. Principals, Deputies, Prefects: Yet those
people are not always able to influence as effectively
as others. Those without official titles often carry more
influence in classrooms, sports fields and at home.
Some influential leaders can often be inspirational to
others through their morals, values, commitment,
passion etc. Sadly, they can also influence others in a
negative, undermining or even subversive manner.

Stephen Covey, in his book, The Leader in Me, also
believes that within every teacher and every child in a
school we can find true leadership qualities. Covey
talks about primary greatness. This refers to a
person’s honesty, work ethic, treatment of others,
creativity and initiative. Primary greatness describes
who the person is every day of his/her life as opposed
to his/her achievements or appointments (Secondary
greatness) such as Prefect or Sport Captain.
Admittedly, appointments in formal leadership
positions are often based on the level of primary
greatness achieved by people.

Through the good, positive influence of peers, parents
and staff, pupils should be able to take responsibility
for their lives, be able to work kindly and effectively
with others and to do right even when no one is
looking (see poem alongside).

Come on TWC! Let's make our school a great school,
by listening to, welcoming and trying out new ideas
from a variety of sources! Then, of course, should the
idea fail — you can read John Maxwell’'s book Failing
Forward in which you can learn to turn failure into
stepping stones for success!

(WASTTES
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The school has contracted Wasteman to handle waste
disposal from the school property.

We are into our 3" month of recycling and although
we are still working through some teething problems,
the following progress can be reported:

= Waste disposal is now costing about 2/3™ of what
it used to cost despite providing a job for someone
on-site who is sorting the different types of waste.

= Waste to the landfill has reduced from 80m? to
about 20m?* per month.

= We now enjoy proceeds from all types of waste to
the tune of about R250 per month. Paper used to
be collected by Mondi and we received only 20c
per kg, whereas it is now picked up with the rest of
our waste and we are paid 60c per kg.

= The paper waste recycling is still taking place at
source (in the classroom and offices) as we feel
that this is sound educational practice.

Wasteman are providing us with excellent service and
advice and we know we are doing the right thing for
the environment.
